Disclaimers
23 CFR 420.117(e) states that “…Reports prepared for FHWA-funded work must include appropriate credit references and disclaimer statements…”

FHWA does not require the statement on the routine products (such as an agenda, brochures, announcements, etc...), but we expect to see it included in the long-range plans, the TIP, the STIP, planning and feasibility studies and the work programs.  Below are two generic statements that the State and MPO may consider using in their work products.

Example 1:

"The preparation of this report has been financed in part through grant[s] from the Federal Highway Administration and Federal Transit Administration, U.S. Department of Transportation, under the State Planning and Research Program, Section 505 [or Metropolitan Planning Program, Section 104(f)] of Title 23, U.S. Code.  The contents of this report do not necessarily reflect the official views or policy of the U.S. Department of Transportation." 

 

Example 2:

“This report was funded in part through grant[s] from the Federal Highway Administration [and Federal Transit Administration], U.S. Department of Transportation.  The views and opinions of the authors [or agency] expressed herein do not necessarily state or reflect those of the U. S. Department of Transportation.”
